On January 22, 2024, HCPS learned that the Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) approved our 
2023-2024 School Year Virtual Day Instruction Plan, which requested the use of three (3) asynchronous virtual 
instruction days in the event of inclement weather. 
  
Following the approval of our virtual instruction plan, the next inclement weather day(s) will be utilized as 
asynchronous virtual learning day(s). When asynchronous virtual instruction is utilized, that information will be 
released with the inclement weather communications. 
  



At the direction of the Superintendent, all employees will be expected to work and/or be available for work 
during an identified asynchronous inclement weather day. Employees will remain virtual for their duty day 
unless given further direction by their supervisor.
